[0 Measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR) vaccine Measles - brain swelling,
pneumonia, death; Mumps - meningitis, brain swelling, swelling of testicles or ovaries,
deafness, death; Rubella—miscarriage, stillbirth, premature delivery, birth defects

O Meningococcal (circle: MenACWY / MenB / MenABCWY) vaccine Meningitis,
infection of the bloodstream, blindness, deafness, loss of limbs, death

[0 Pneumococcal (PCV) vaccine Blood infection, meningitis, death

O Poliovirus (IPV) vaccine (inactivated) Paralysis, death

O Respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) immunization Bronchiolitis, pneumonia, lung
failure, death
